II. STANDARD FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT 

JCRCP 56(c) states in relevant part that “[t]he judgment sought shall be rendered forthwith if the pleadings, depositions, answers to interrogatories, and admissions on file, together with the affidavits, if any, show that there is no genuine issue as to any material fact and that the moving party is entitled to a judgment as a matter of law.” "The substantive law controls which factual disputes are material and will preclude summary judgment; other factual disputes are irrelevant." Wood v. Safeway, Inc., 121 Nev. 724, 731, 121 P.3d 1026, 1031 (2005). 


As stated by the Nevada Supreme Court, "[w]hile the pleadings and other proof must be construed in a light most favorable to the nonmoving party, that party bears the burden to 'do more than simply show that there is some metaphysical doubt' as to the operative facts in order to avoid summary judgment being entered in the moving party's favor. The nonmoving party 'must, by affidavit or otherwise, set forth specific facts demonstrating the existence of a genuine issue for trial or have summary judgment entered against him.' The nonmoving party '"is not entitled to build a case on the gossamer threads of whimsy, speculation, and conjecture."'" Id. at 732, 121 P.3d at 1031.
III. LEGAL ARGUMENT 
In this case, there is no genuine issue of material fact, and the pleadings, depositions, answers to interrogatories, admissions, and affidavits before the Court demonstrate that the Moving Party is entitled to judgment as a matter of law as discussed below:
